Academic staff — staff of a higher education
institution whose main task is teaching and/or
research. It includes persons holding positions
that involve teaching and/or research.

Academic plagiarism — release (completely or
partially) of scientific (creative) results
obtained by other individuals as results of one’s
own research (creative activity) and/or
reproduction of published texts (released works
of art) of other authors without attribution.*

Academic text is author’s work of scientific,
scientific and technical, educational character
in the form of a dissertation, qualification final
work, scientific publication, scientific article,
report in the field of scientific, scientific and
technical activity, deposited scientific work,
textbook, tutorial, other scientific and
educational and methodical works.®

Postgraduate student means a scientist who
conducts fundamental and/or applied scientific
research as part of postgraduate training in a
higher  educational institution/  scientific
institution, pursuing the degree of Doctor of
philosophy.®

Asynchronous mode is interaction between
distance learning subjects, during which
participants interact with each other with a time
delay, using interactive educational platforms,
e-mail, forums, social networks, etc.

Classroom hours — the time planned for the
teacher / student to conduct / attend classes.

Practice Base is a practice base is an
enterprise, institution or organization where, in
accordance with agreements concluded with the
university, practical training of students is
carried out.

Bachelor is an educational degree obtained at
the first level of higher education and granted
by an institution of higher education after a
higher  education  applicant  successfully
completes the educational professional
programme of 180-240 ECTS credits. To grant
a bachelor degree on the basis of a junior
bachelor degree or professional pre-higher
education, the institution of higher education
shall be entitled to recognise and re-account the
ECTS credits, the maximum amount of which
shall be determined by higher education
standard.*

The Bologna Process is a structural and
paradigmatic reform of higher education in
Europe, which began with the signing of the
Bologna Declaration in 1999 in Bologna (ltaly)
and is aimed at creating an attractive and
competitive European Higher Education Area
(EHEA). The implementation of the reforms is
carried out in accordance with the
communiqués (declarations) of the periodic
conferences of ministers responsible for higher
education since 2001.

Website — a set of data, electronic (digital)
information, other copyright objects and (or)
related rights, etc., related and structured within
the address of the website and (or) the owner's
account on this website, which is accessed via
an Internet address, which may consist of a
domain name, directory entries or calls and (or)
a numeric address according to the Internet
Protocol .t

Mutual recognition — agreement by two or
more institutional bodies on mutual recognition
of academic qualifications and degrees,
outcomes and/or periods of study.

Optional subject/course — a component of an
educational program that may be part of it but
is not mandatory for all students

Edition shall mean a work (document) that
underwent editing and publishing processing,
produced by printing, stamping or otherwise,
contains information aimed at distribution, and
meets all requirements of state standards, other
legislative acts related to publishing design,
printing and technical performance.”

Recognition is a formal acknowledgement by a
competent authority of the value of a foreign
educational qualification with a view to access
to educational and/or employment activities.*®

Recognition of credits — is the process by
which a higher education institution certifies
(confirms) that the learning outcomes obtained
and assessed at another institution and the
corresponding credits satisfy (some or all) of
the requirements of a particular study
programme, its component (module) or
qualification at this higher education institution.

Teaching activity shall mean the activity
aimed at the formation of knowledge, other
competencies, world view, development of
intellectual and creative capacities, emotional,

volitional and/or physical qualities of education
seekers (lectures, seminars, training sessions,
courses, masterclasses, webinars, and so on)
and performed by an educational (academic and
research) worker, a self-employed person
(except for persons for whom such form of
educational activity is forbidden by law) or
another individual based on the respective
labour or civil agreement.®

Teaching staff — staff of a higher education
institution whose main task is teaching.
Includes persons holding positions that involve
teaching activities.

Teacher centred learning — the process of
transferring information from a teacher to a
relatively passive recipient (student/learner) or
consumer.

Lecturer — a research and teaching staff
member who is responsible for conducting
classes, implementing current control measures
and maintaining the module ‘Current Control’
in the Electronic Campus in all academic
disciplines (educational components) provided
for in his/her individual work plan of a research
and teaching staff member.

Graduation is the successful completion of
higher education by students at a higher
education institution and obtaining a relevant
qualification.

Graduate — a person who has successfully
completed studies at a certain educational level
(stage, cycle) of higher education.

Higher education — a set of systematised
knowledge, skills and practices, ways of
thinking, professional, ideological and civic
qualities, moral and ethical values, other

Knowledge branch — a broad subject area of
education and science harmonised with the
International  Standard  Classification  of
Education that includes a group of related
specialities.t

The
field of education (along with the level) is the
basic cross-cutting classification variable of
educational programmes and related
qualifications.

Grant means financial or other resources
provided on a gratuitous and irrevocable basis
by the state, legal entities, individuals,
including foreign, and (or) international
organisations for the development of the
material and technical base in order to
implement scientific and scientific-technical
activities, conducting specific fundamental and
(or) applied scientific research, scientific-
technical (experimental) developments, in
particular for the remuneration of researchers
(scientific and pedagogical workers) as part of
practical implementation of such developments,
in the directions and on the conditions
determined by the grant providers.’

Graphic work - an individual semester
assignment that requires the execution of various
sketches, drawings in accordance with the
requirements of the relevant regulatory and
technical documents.

Specialty support group is a group of
pedagogical, scientific-pedagogical  and/or
scientific workers for whom the University is
the main place of work and who are responsible
for the implementation of educational programs
in a specialty at certain higher educational
institutions, personally participate in the
educational process and meet the qualification
requirements specified in the License Terms.

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Depository of electronic resources is an
information system that ensures concentration
of modern e-resources in one place with the
possibility of providing access to them through
technical means, including information
networks (both local and global).

Descriptors are general statements of learning
outcomes for a qualification. They provide
clear anchor points that describe the main
outcomes of a qualification as defined in the
National Framework and clarify the nature of
differences between levels.

Qualification descriptors - a general
description of qualifications by levels (sub-
levels, stages, cycles) in terms of competences.

Level (cycle) descriptors — general statements
that describe the characteristics and context of
the learning expected at each level and against
which the learning outcomes and assessment
criteria will be measured.

A diploma thesis is a type of qualification
work of a bachelor's degree applicant designed
to objectively control the degree of formation
of the ability to solve typical business
problems, which are mainly related to
organisational, managerial and executive
production  functions  (technological and
operational level of activity).

A diploma project is a type of qualification
work of a bachelor's degree applicant designed
to objectively monitor the degree of formation
of the ability to solve typical tasks related to
engineering (design, development,
technological and operational) production

Doctor of philosophy degree
shall be granted by a one-time specialised
academic council at the institution of higher
education or at the scientific institution,
provided that a higher education applicant
successfully completes the relevant educational
scientific programme and publicly defends a
dissertation at a one-time specialised academic
council 2

Doctoral student means a scientist who
undergoes training in the doctoral programme
of a scientific institution (institution of higher
education) pursuing the scientific degree of
Doctor of science.”

A home test is an individual semester
assignment that involves the independent
performance of certain practical work by a HE
student based on the theoretical material
learned. Home tests may include some
illustrative material: graphs, vector diagrams,
bar charts, etc.

Access — the right of candidates who meet the
established requirements to apply for admission
to higher education and to consider such an
application.

Dual form of higher education is a way to
organise the studies of full-time higher
education applicants by dedicating 25-60% of
the total educational programme to contractual
on-the-job  training at the enterprises,
establishments and organisations in order to
acquire a certain qualification. On-the-job
training shall presuppose exercising official
duties in accordance with the labour contract.*

The dual form of obtaining professional pre-
higher and higher education is a method of
obtaining education that involves combining
training in educational institutions and other
subjects of educational activity with training at
workplaces at enterprises, institutions and
organizations to master program results, deepen
practical skills and abilities, and acquire certain
qualifications. In higher education, the dual
form is one of the methods of obtaining
education by full-time students of education.

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Dublin  Descriptors are a systematic
description of typical expected learning
outcomes of a graduate for each cycle (level) of
higher education.

Exam - a type of semester control to assess the
level of mastering theoretical and practical
material on the educational component, which
is conducted during the examination session
according to the approved schedule.

Examiner — a teacher who, by the decision of
the department, is responsible for conducting
and evaluating the results of calendar and/or
semester controls.

Examination Commission — a commission
created to conduct the certification of
applicants.

Electronic publication — a document that has
undergone editorial and publishing processing,
has source information, contains information in
the format of electronic data or programs (or
their combination), for the use of which digital
devices are required

Electronic campus is an application software
that is an element of the university's
information and telecommunications

Part-time form of higher education is a way
to organise the studies of higher education
applicants by combining learning classes and
control measures during short sessions and self-
mastering of the educational programme
between them. The period between learning
classes and control measures may not be less
than one month.**

Institution of higher education — a separate
type of institution that is a legal entity of
private or public law, operates under the issued
licence for educational activities at certain

Individual learning path shall mean an

Calendar control is carried out in order to
monitor the implementation of individual
educational plans by applicants in accordance
with the educational process schedule.

Catalog is a document containing a
systematized collection or list of any objects
and allowing to find each object by a certain
designation. The catalog may contain
characteristics, indicators and other data on the
objects included in it.

Qualification work is a form of certification
that may be provided at the final stage of
obtaining a level of professional pre-higher
education to establish the compliance of the
learning outcomes (competences) acquired by
the applicants with the requirements of the
standards of professional pre-higher education
and the National Qualifications Framework.
Forms of qualification work include (but are
not limited to): a thesis or a diploma project.

Competent authority is a person or
organization that has legally delegated or
granted authority, capacity, or power to
perform a designated function.

Competences are a dynamic combination of
cognitive and metacognitive skills, knowledge
and understanding, interpersonal, intellectual
and practical skills and ethical values. The
development of competencies is the goal of
educational programs. Competencies are
formed in different academic disciplines and
are assessed at different stages of the
educational program. Some competencies are
subject-specific (specific to the field of
knowledge), others are general (common to all
degree programs). As a rule, the development
of competencies occurs comprehensively and
cyclically throughout the educational program.

Competence (integral) - a generalized
description of a qualification that expresses its
main competence characteristics regarding
professional activity and/or training.

Generic / transferable / transversal
Competences — universal competencies that do
not depend on the subject area, but are
important for the successful further professional
and social activities of a higher education
student in various fields and for his personal
development.

Subject specific competences — competencies
relevant to a specific subject area that are
important for successful professional activity in
a specific specialty at a specific level of the
National Qualifications Framework. These
competencies directly determine the specificity

Course unit is a self-contained, formally
structured learning experience/learning. It
should have a coherent and detailed set of
learning outcomes, expressed in terms of the
competences to be acquired, as well as
appropriate assessment criteria. Components of
an educational program can have different
numbers of credits.

Computer practicum is a type of practical
lesson in which the teacher organizes individual
work of a higher education student on a
computer in order to develop skills in the
practical use of certain software, study
programming languages, etc. The list of topics
for computer practicums is determined by the
syllabus — the work program of the academic
discipline (educational component).

Consultation is a type of academic work that
consists in the teacher's explanation of certain
provisions of a particular academic discipline,
assistance in conducting independent work or
performing individual tasks by students. It is
conducted for students of the same academic
group or stream.

Contact hours is a time planned for the
teacher/applicant to conduct/attend training
sessions.

Conflict is a clash of opposing interests and
views, tension and extreme aggravation of
contradictions, which leads to active actions,
complications, and struggles accompanied by
complex collisions; a situation in which each
party tries to take a position incompatible with

Dual training coordinator from a business
entity - an official responsible for
organizational and methodological support of
training in the dual form of education and
appointed by the head of the business entity.

Credit — a “currency” used to measure a
student’s learning load in terms of the time
required to achieve specific learning outcomes.
This allows teachers and students to achieve a
volume and level of learning based on the
mastery of learning outcomes and the
associated learning load measured over time.
Credit may be awarded to a learner in
recognition of demonstrated achievement of
specified outcomes at a specified level through
on-the-job learning or prior learning, as well as
completion of a program of study. Credits
earned are not normally lost, although in certain
circumstances an institution may require that
credits be awarded within a certain time frame
in order to be recognized as part of a program
of study. This may be the case for subject areas
where knowledge and skills become obsolete
quickly, such as computer science, medicine,
etc.

ECTS credit — a measurement unit for the
amount of academic load on higher education
applicant required to achieve certain (expected)
learning results. The amount of one ECTS
credit is 30 hours. The load of one full-time
academic year is usually 60 ECTS credits.

Dual education supervisor — a scientific and
pedagogical employee of the University who

The course work, as a separate educational
component, involves conducting research with
recording its results in a separate document or
developing a set of documents (calculation-
explanatory or explanatory note, if necessary —
graphic, illustrative material), and is a creative
or reproductive solution to a specific problem.
objects of activity of the specialist (devices,
equipment, technological processes,
mechanisms, hardware and software, or their
separate parts; economic, social, linguistic
problems, etc.), executed by the applicant
independently under the guidance of the
scientific and pedagogical worker according to
the task or several disciplines of knowledge and
skills.

The course project, as a separate educational
component, is a creative individual task, the
end result of which is the development of a new
or improvement of an existing device,
equipment, process, mechanism, hardware and
software, etc. The course project contains a
calculation and explanatory note, drawings and
other materials, which are determined by the
task of course design. The course project is
performed by the applicant independently under
the guidance of a researcher for a specified

methods. Laboratory classes are held in
specially equipped laboratories of the
institution ~ with  one  academic  group
(subgroup).

Lecture — a type of educational work that
consists of presenting theoretical material on a
separate topic (topics) of a certain academic
discipline for a stream (several academic
groups). In some cases, a lecture may be held
for one group.

Licensing of educational activities shall be a
procedure for recognising the ability of a legal
entity or an individual to provide educational
services at a certain level of education in
accordance with licensing conditions.®

Local repository is an electronic database

Master’s thesis is a type of qualification work
of a master's degree applicant in the educational
program  “"Information Systems  Software
Engineering”, designed to objectively monitor
the degree of formation of research and
innovation  competencies for conducting
research and/or implementing innovative
activities in order to develop new knowledge
and solve problems in new or unfamiliar
environments in the presence of incomplete or
limited information, taking into account aspects
of social and ethical responsibility.

Master is an educational degree obtained at the
second level of higher education and granted by
an institution of higher education (scientific
institution) after a higher education applicant
successfully completes the relevant educational
programme. Master degree shall be obtained
under the educational professional or
educational scientific programme. The volume
of an educational professional programme for a
master degree is 90-120 ECTS credits, the
volume of the educational scientific programme
is 120 ECTS credits. The master's educational
scientific programme must include a research
(scientific) component of at least 30%. A
person shall be entitled to obtain a master
degree, provided that he/she has a bachelor
degree.*

Network form of education is a way of

Created to improve the academic
recognition of foreign qualifications and
promote the integration of national education
systems.

Assessment methods — a complete list of
methods and tools used to assess a student’s
academic achievements in a given program or
in a separate module of it. This includes written
and oral exams, laboratory reports, knowledge
or skills testing, presentations, portfolios, etc.
The results obtained can be used by students to
assess their intermediate achievements and their
further improvement (formative assessment), as
well as by teachers to establish the fact and
level of achievement of the student’s learning
outcomes planned in the discipline/module
(summative assessment).

International recognition

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Methodology is a conceptual statement of the
purpose, content, and research methods that
ensure obtaining the most objective, accurate,
and systematized information about certain
processes and phenomena.

International Standard Classification of
Education, ISCED - classification of
education based on the systemic characteristics
of educational programs and corresponding
qualifications for their distribution by education
levels and fields of education, serves as a tool
for collecting, summarizing and presenting
statistical data on education, as well as the
organization of educational programs. ISCED
was introduced by UNESCO in 1976, revised
in 1997 and 2011. In 2013, ISCED: fields of
education and training were separated. It is
currently the main international classification
system for education. In ISCED-2011, levels of
education are defined as a cross-cutting
classification parameter, as well as additional

criteria (for example, purpose, orientation,
duration of the educational program), in
ISCED-2013 - fields (broad, narrow and

detailed) of education. The ISCED concept
contains definitions of such concepts as
education,  training, literacy, learning,
communication, information, etc.

International Standard Classification of
Occupations, ISCO - one of the main
international classifications, which is a tool for
systematizing occupations (professions, types
of professional activities) according to their
inherent tasks and responsibilities. ISCED is: a
basis for international reporting, comparisons
and exchanges of statistical and administrative
data on occupations/occupations; a model for
developing national and regional classifications
of occupations/occupations; a system that can
be directly used in countries that do not have
their own national classifications.

A module is a component of an educational
program, in which each such component
contains the same or a multiple of the number
of ECTS credits (for example, 5, 10, 15). In
different countries, educational documents, a
module can mean a component of an
educational program, a course, an academic
discipline, a group of academic disciplines.

Junior bachelor is an educational or
educational professional degree obtained at the
primary level (short-term course) of higher
education and granted by an institution of
higher education after a higher education
applicant  successfully ~ completes  the
educational programme of 120 ECTS credits.
To grant a junior bachelor degree on the basis
of professional pre-higher education, the
institution of higher education shall be entitled
to recognise and re-account the ECTS credits,
the maximum amount of which shall be
determined by higher education standard.

Monitoring of the quality of education is a
system of consistent and systematic measures
carried out in order to identify and track trends
in the development of the quality of education
in the country, in certain territories, at

educational institutions (other entities of
educational  activity), to establish the
correspondence of the actual results of

educational activities to its declared goals as
well as assessing the extent, direction and
reasons for deviations from goals.*

A monograph is a scientific or popular science
publication containing a complete study of a
single problem or topic and belonging to one or
more authors.

Curriculum is an educational publication that
defines the content, scope, and procedure for
studying and teaching a certain academic
discipline.

Educational publication — a publication
containing systematized information of a
scientific or applied nature, presented in a form
convenient for study and teaching

A textbook is an educational publication that
supplements or partially (fully) replaces a
textbook and has the corresponding officially
granted stamp.

Lifelong learning, LLL - the process of
learning in any form (formal, non-formal,
informal), levels (sub-levels, cycles) and
periods (duration) throughout life.

Credit accumulation is the process of earning
credits for learning within an educational
program, according to the requirements of
which a certain number of credits must be
earned for its successful completion. Credits are
awarded and accumulated only when the
achievement of specified (expected) learning
outcomes by a higher education seeker is
confirmed by assessment. Credits may be
mutually recognized between educational
programs within the same higher education
institution, between different institutions within
a country, or internationally. In any case, only
the higher education institution awarding the
qualification determines which credits earned
elsewhere may be counted as part of the work
required for the award of the qualification

Scientific publication means a paper (general

Types of scientific unit
are institute, scientific  research  unit,
management,  division, complex, centre,
department, laboratory, section, sector, bureau,
group, branch, experimental station,
experimental  field, botanical ~ garden,
arboretum, observatory, scientific (scientific-
technical) library, scientific  (scientific-
technical) museum .2

The scientific and methodological
commission of the university for a specialty
is a group of pedagogical, scientific and

Accreditation Body — is an authoritative body
that performs third-party attestation related to a
conformity assessment body, conveying a
formal demonstration of its competence to

Educational process shall mean a system of

Postaccreditation monitoring — assessment
by the body that made the decision on
accreditation of the implementation of the
recommendations provided as a result of
accreditation  and/or  compliance  with
accreditation criteria.

Project group — a group of pedagogical,
scientific-pedagogical and/or scientific
workers, determined by order of the head of the
educational institution, who are responsible for
initiating educational activities in a specialty at
a certain level of higher education, professional
pre-higher education and in the field of
postgraduate education for persons with higher
education and who meet the qualification
requirements specified in these License Terms.

The project group of the educational program
is a group of participants in the educational
process, determined by the relevant scientific
and methodological commission of the
University, who are responsible for the
development of the EP in the relevant specialty
at a certain higher education level.

TUNING Project — the European Commission
project "Adjusting Educational Structures in
Europe”, which has been implemented since
2000 by European universities in cooperation
with the sphere of labor and is aimed at forming
a common methodology for comparability and
compatibility of levels and content of
educational programs in different subject areas
/ branches of higher education.

Professional qualification shall be a set of
expertise (learning outcomes) acquired by a
person, recognised by a qualification centre, the
educational activity entity, another authorised
entity and certified by the appropriate
document allowing to perform a certain type of
work or carry out professional activities.

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Professional standard shall be a duly
approved requirement for the expertise of
employees, which serve as the basis for the
formation of professional qualifications.
Professional standards can be developed by
employers, their organisations and associations,
government bodies, scientific institutions,
industry councils, public associations, and other
interesting subjects. The procedure for the
development, introduction into effect and
review of professional standards shall be
approved by the Cabinet of Ministers of
Ukraine on the proposal of the National
Qualifications Agency.

Professional competence is the ability of a
person, within the limits of the powers defined
by the position, to apply special knowledge,
skills and abilities, to demonstrate appropriate
moral and business qualities for the proper
performance of established tasks and
responsibilities, training, professional and
personal development.

A profession (type of occupation) is a set of
types of work activities that are similar in terms
of labor functions and may require a certain
professional and/or educational qualification of
the employee.

Study profile - a set of basic typical
characteristics of an educational program that
reflect the specifics of the direction of higher
education. Among such characteristics is the
orientation of educational programs, which
determines their type (general / academic or
professional / applied). Orientation types are
characteristic of all levels and cycles of higher
education — short, bachelor's, master's, doctoral
(Doctor of Philosophy / Arts), except for
Doctor of Science.

Programme Profile — a European-style
document created to present basic information
about an educational program in a standardized

Framework for Qualifications of the
European Higher Education Area, FQ
EHEA) - the overarching framework (scale)
represents the general structure of qualifications
in the European Higher Education Area, which
consists of four consecutive cycles of higher
education: short cycle, first cycle (bachelor),
second cycle (master) and third cycle (doctor of
philosophy) (including, in the national context,
the possibility of obtaining intermediate
qualifications), common descriptors for each
cycle based on learning outcomes and the range
of credits in the short, first and second cycles.

An abstract, analytical review, etc. is an
individual task that contributes to the deepening
and expansion of theoretical knowledge of
higher education applicants on individual topics
of the educational component (academic
discipline), which develops the experience of
independent work with educational and
scientific literature.

Level of education shall mean a completed
stage of education characterised by the level of
a curriculum's complexity, a set of

Education Quality Assurance System has the

educational entities in improving the quality of
education. The components of the education

The system of external quality assurance in
education may include: 1) tools, procedures
and measures to ensure and improve the quality
of education, in particular: standardisation;
licensing of educational activities; accreditation
of educational programmes; institutional
accreditation; public  accreditation  of
educational institutions; independent external
evaluation of study results; institutional audit;
monitoring the quality of education; teaching
staff performance evaluation; certification of

Speciality — a subject area of education and
science harmonised with the International
Standard Classification of Education, which
consolidates related educational programmes
with  common  requirements  for  the

Cribbing — making written work with the
involvement of external sources of information,
except for those permitted for use, in particular
when assessing learning outcomes. **

Attitude is a complex mental state that includes
beliefs, feelings, values, and a willingness to
act in a certain way.

Internship (traineeship) — acquiring practical
experience in  performing tasks and
responsibilities in a particular professional
activity or field of knowledge. 2

Higher education standard is a set of
requirements for higher education programmes
that are common for all educational
programmes within a certain speciality and
higher education level .2

Stakeholders of an educational program are
individuals or legal entities who have an
interest in the implementation of a specific
license program, that is, they depend on it to a
certain extent and/or can influence its structure,
content and quality. Regarding the educational
program, stakeholders are divided into external
(employers,  public  organizations  and
associations, applicants and graduates of the
University, etc.) and internal (applicants of
higher education, scientific-pedagogical staff,
teaching and administrative staff of the
University).

Student — a person admitted to the institution
of higher education for the purpose of obtaining
higher education degree of junior bachelor,
bachelor or master.*

Student-centred studies — an approach to
organising the educational process that

Degree — a higher education qualification,
usually awarded upon successful completion of
an educational program at a specific cycle/level
of higher education.

Subjects of distance learning are persons who
study (higher education student, listeners), and
persons who provide the distance educational
process (pedagogical and scientific-pedagogical
workers, etc.).

Thesis is a qualifying scientific work that
reflects the scientific results of the author's
research and is presented for the award of the
scientific degree of Doctor of Philosophy or
Doctor of Science.

Thematic studies in higher education
are multidisciplinary or interdisciplinary in
nature.

Test is learning that aims to produce an
expected outcome, rated as “pass/fail.” It is a
unique and specific type of learning that
involves producing an outcome, rated as
“pass/fail,” within the intended learning goal or
goals.

Theory (consideration, research) is a logical
generalisation of people's practical experience.
A system of reliable scientific knowledge about
a set of objects that describes, explains and
predicts the phenomena of a particular subject
area. Theory is the most perfect form of
reflection of reality. General considerations as
opposed to practical activities.

Distance learning technologies are a set of
educational  technologies  (developmental,
project-based, blended, differentiated,
programmed, modular learning technologies,
etc), as well as information and
communication (digital) technologies that make
it possible to implement the distance learning
process.

Reference points are indicators that ensure the
integrity of qualifications, sets of learning
outcomes. They are used by the Tuning project
to define the fields of knowledge/subject areas
for which educational programs of different
levels are developed.

Tuning is the harmonisation of educational
structures in Europe, a project implemented by
universities and aiming to propose an approach
to implementing the Bologna Process in higher

The
Tuning approach includes a methodology for
designing, modernising, implementing and
evaluating educational programmes for each of
the Bologna cycles. The term Tuning
emphasises that universities do not aim to unify
or harmonise their degree programmes into a
given European set, but rather to seek points of
convergence and mutual understanding based
on diversity and autonomy.

Skills — the ability to apply knowledge and
understanding to complete tasks and solve
problems. Skills are divided into cognitive
(including logical, intuitive and creative
thinking) and practical (including manual
dexterity, the wuse of practical methods,
materials, tools and instruments,
communication). One of the categories of
learning outcomes in the qualifications
framework descriptors.

Harassment is the behaviour that is
undesirable for a person and/or a group of
persons, the purpose or consequence of which
is to humiliate their human dignity on particular
grounds or to create a tense, hostile, abusive or
humiliating atmosphere for such person or
group of persons.

The educational process participants shall be
as follows: education seekers; pedagogical,
academic and research workers; parents of
education seekers; individuals engaged in
educational activities; other persons provided
for by special laws and involved in the
educational process in accordance with the
procedure established by an educational
institution. 2

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Fabrication — making up data or facts used in
the educational process or scientific research. *

Falsification -  deliberate change or
modification of existing data concerning the
educational process or scientific research.®

Subject specific competences — competences
relevant to a specific subject area, which are
important for successful professional activity in
a certain specialty at a certain level of the
National Framework of Qualifications. These
competences directly determine the specificity
(field of knowledge / subject area / specialty) of
the educational program and the qualification
of the graduate. In the European Higher
Education Area, descriptions and lists of
competences, learning outcomes for fields of
knowledge and specialties are being developed
under the Tuning project.

Formal education shall mean an education that
is obtained under curricula in accordance with
the levels of education defined by the
legislation, branches of knowledge, specialities
(professions) and provide for obtaining by
education seekers learning outcomes of the
corresponding level of education and
qualifications recognised by the state.:2

Forms of Obtaining Education: institutional
(full-time (day, evening), part-time, remote,
network); individual (external, family (home),
pedagogical  patronage,  workplace  (at
production site); dual .2

Basic research is experimental or theoretical
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work undertaken primarily to acquire new
knowledge of the underlying foundations of
phenomena and observable facts, without any
particular application or use in view.*’

Fundamental scientific research means
theoretical and experimental scientific research
aimed at obtaining new knowledge about the
laws of organisation and development of
nature, society, man, and their
interrelationships. The result of fundamental
scientific research is hypotheses, theories, new
cognition methods, the discovery of the laws of
nature, previously unknown phenomena and

Bribery - giving (receipt) or an offer to

Cloud services are services that provide the

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Quotation — a relatively brief excerpt from a
literary, scientific or any other published work

Digital Object Identifier, DOI - is a digital
identifier assigned to a document and uniquely
identifies a publication or other object on the
Internet.
