The training of bachelors in the specialty 051 "Economics" and the first edition of the educational-
professional program "International Economics" of the first (educational-professional) level
"Bachelor" was initiated in 2018 in accordance with the form of description of educational
programs approved by Igor Sikorsky Kyiv Polytechnic Institute (with a total of 240 ECTS
credits), the structure and content of SG, SP, PLO (general competencies, professional
competencies, and program learning outcomes), and the list of components. At that time, and still
now, the EPP was and remains relevant and balanced, taking into account modern labor market
requirements and the interests of various stakeholder groups, and the program was aligned with the
mission and development strategy of the HEI.

In November 2018, the Standard of Higher Education for the first (educational-professional) level
"Bachelor" in the specialty 051 "Economics" was approved by the order of the Ministry of
Education and Science of Ukraine dated November 13, 2018, No 1244. The content of the
State Standard of Education, Field of Knowledge, and Program Requirements were aligned with the
list of educational components. Special (professional, subject) competencies for the Field of
Knowledge 15-19 were added to the Educational Program, and additional learning outcomes for the
Program Requirements 25-32 were formulated.

In 2019, based on proposals from the project group and applicants, and taking into account the
points of Order Ne. 1/44 of lgor Sikorsky Kyiv Polytechnic Institute dated February 15,
2019, "On the organization and planning of the educational process for the 2019-2020 academic
year," the names of educational components in the sections: social-humanitarian training courses
(elective), basic training courses (elective), and professional and practical training courses (elective)
were revised. Additionally, the structure of the curriculum was changed. The courses in the
curriculum were divided, as in the educational program, into two components: the general training
cycle and the professional training cycle. According to Article 62 of the Law on Higher Education, the
volume of elective courses became no less than 25% (60 ECTS credits). The general training cycle
included natural-scientific training courses (no less than 50 ECTS credits), basic training courses
(specialty-related, no less than 60 ECTS credits), as well as elective social-humanitarian cycle
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courses that contributed to the formation of social-personal competencies. These were grouped into
five blocks of courses with mandatory choice: historical, Ukrainian language, philosophical,
psychological, and legal. Students selected a specific course from each block using special software
in the "Electronic Campus" system, and since 2022, in the my.kpi system. The specific course chosen
by students was indicated in the working curricula. The volume of such courses was 2 ECTS credits.
The courses with mandatory choice included "Foreign Language" (6 ECTS credits) and "Professional
Foreign Language" (4 ECTS credits). In the first year, students chose the language and the initial
level of study. The social-humanitarian cycle of elective courses also included elective courses
"Physical Education” or "Basics of a Healthy Lifestyle" with a volume of 5 ECTS credits, taught in the
first and second years. The professional training cycle included mandatory professional and practical
training courses with a volume of no more than 72 ECTS credits; a block of elective professional and
practical training courses (including "mandatory choice courses"). This block included pre-diploma
practice and diploma project (students choose the place of practice as well as the topic of the
diploma project). The list of names of elective educational components of basic and professional and
practical training (elective) was updated.

Based on the proposals of the project group and applicants, in 2020, the second edition of
the EPP description was approved, taking into account the Standard of Higher Education for the first
level in the specialty 051 "Economics" approved by the order of the Ministry of Education and
Science of Ukraine dated 13.11.2018, Ne. 1244. The GC, PC, and PLO (general competencies,
professional competencies, and program learning outcomes) were reviewed, expanded, and aligned
with the standard. The goal was more precisely defined and expanded. New educational components
were added: "International Settlements and Foreign Exchange Operations," "Competition and
Competitiveness of International Business," "Economic Analysis of International Business,"
"International Economic Activity of Ukraine," "Econometrics,"” "European Integration," "International
Insurance." The educational components "Production Organization," "Public Procurement
Management," "Industrial Technology Systems," "International Economic Law" were removed.
According to the Order of Igor Sikorsky Kyiv Polytechnic Institute in 2020 "On the
organization and planning of the educational process for the 2020-2021 academic year,"
the course "Economic-Mathematical Methods and Models" was renamed "Optimization Methods and
Models," and "Stylistics of the Ukrainian Language for Professional Purposes" was renamed
"Ukrainian Language for Professional Purposes." The list of names of elective educational
components from the departmental catalog for the professional training cycle of the curriculum was
updated.

Another edition of the EPP took place in 2021 due to changes in the National Qualifications
Framework (NQF), and based on the proposals of the project group and applicants, changes were
made to the composition and/or forms of semester control of educational components, and the GC,
PC, and PLO (general competencies, professional competencies, and program learning outcomes)
were reviewed in terms of content and quantity. According to the Order of Igor Sikorsky Kyiv
Polytechnic Institute in 2021 "On the organization and planning of the educational
process for the 2021-2022 academic year," the educational components "Philosophy," "Law,"
"National Economy," and "Functional-Value Analysis" were introduced. The following educational
components were removed (transferred to the professional training cycle "Elective Educational
Components from the Departmental Catalog"): "Competition and Competitiveness of International
Business," "Enterprise Finance." The names of the educational components "Marketing" were
changed to "Socially Responsible Marketing," "Physical Education" to "Basics of a Healthy Lifestyle,"
and "Diploma Work Preparation" to "Diploma Design." The list of names of elective educational
components from the departmental catalog for the professional training cycle of the curriculum was
updated.

Another edition of the EPP took place in 2022. According to Order HOH/73/2022 dated
15.02.2022 "On the organization and planning of the educational process for the
2022-2023 academic year," the components of the educational program were divided into parts:
"Practical Course of Foreign Language," "Practical Course of Professional Foreign Language,"
"Mathematics for Economists," "Informatics," "International Financial System." The volume of the
educational component "National Economy" was increased from 3 to 4.5 ECTS credits, "International
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Economic Activity of Ukraine" from 4 to 5 ECTS credits, "Investment" from 4 to 4.5 ECTS credits. The
classroom workload of elective educational components from the departmental catalog for the
professional training cycle of the curriculum was aligned to 18/36 hours for all 14 educational
components.

In 2023, based on the proposals of the project group and applicants, with the aim of improving the
quality of education and considering the points of Order Ne. NON 39 of Igor Sikorsky Kyiv
Polytechnic Institute dated February 10, 2023, "On the organization and planning of the
educational process for the 2023-2024 academic year," the work on improving the EPP continued.
Specifically, the goal was adjusted, and the PC and PLO (professional competencies, and program
learning outcomes) were modified. The names of the educational components were changed:
"Socially Responsible Marketing" to "Marketing," "History of Economics and Economic Thought" to
"History of Economic Doctrines," "Integration Processes: Introduction to the Specialty" to
"Introduction to the Specialty," and "National Economy" to "National Economy and International
Security." The educational components were replaced: "Regional Economy," "Money and Credit,"
"Functional-Value Analysis," "European Integration," "European Integration. Course Work" to
"Sectoral Economy," "Monetary Economics," "Economic Policy and EU Standards," "Integration
Processes of International Development,” "Integration Processes of International Development.
Course Work." The ECTS credits for "International Settlements and Foreign Exchange Operations"
were reduced from 5 to 4.5 credits, and "Economic Policy and EU Standards" received 4 ECTS credits
with the control form "credit." The list of names of elective educational components from the
departmental catalog for the professional training cycle of the curriculum was updated.

The EPP edition in 2024 took place in accordance with the proposals of the project group and
applicants. Changes were made according to the Order of the Rector NOD/289/24 dated April
17, 2024, regarding the revision of educational programs. The educational components "History of
Economic Doctrines," "Introduction to the Specialty," "Integration Processes of International
Development. Course Work," and "Investment. Course Work" were removed. The "Mathematics for
Economists" component was reduced from 7.5 to 5 credits. A course work for the "International
Economic Activity of Ukraine" component was introduced - 1 credit. Proposals regarding the forms of
control for the semester and the number of individual works were taken into account according to
the Order of Igor Sikorsky Kyiv Polytechnic Institute "On the organization and planning of
the educational process for the 2024-2025 academic year." The classroom load for elective
educational components from the departmental catalog for the professional training cycle of the
curriculum was aligned to 36/36 hours for PV 1-PV7.

The 2025 revision of the EPP was carried out in accordance with the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine
Resolution No. 266 dated April 29, 2025, “On Approving the List of Fields of Knowledge and
Specialties for Training Higher Education and Vocational Pre-Higher Education Students.” This
marked the transition from the specialty 051 “Economics” to C1 “Economics and International
Economic Relations” (by specializations).

Pursuant to the Order of Igor Sikorsky Kyiv Polytechnic Institute “On Organizing and Planning the
Educational Process for the 2025-2026 Academic Year,” amendments were made to the EPP,
incorporating recommendations from the working group and stakeholders: updated the program'’s
goals and focus, as well as Professional competencies PC 14- PC 19 and PLO 25-30. Renamed
required (standard) components as follows: Economics of Enterprise to Economics of Enterprise and
International Entrepreneurship; Econometrics to Econometrics in International Activity; Processes of
International Development Integration to International Economic Integration; Statistics to Economic
Statistics of International Activity; International Insurance to Insurance of International Activity.
Removed the compulsory course “Investment” and introduced two new ones: “International
Economic Relations” and “Economic Diplomacy.”

A separate academic discipline "Basic General Military Training" as well was included in the
educational programme pursuant to Article 101 of the Law of Ukraine "On Military Duty and Military
Service", and in accordance with the Procedure for Conducting Basic General Military Training for
Citizens of Ukraine Pursuing Higher Education and for Police Officers, approved by the Resolution of
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the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine Ne734 of 21 June 2024. The discipline consists of theoretical
course in the amount of 3 ECTS credits, conducted at the University, and practical course in the
amount of 7 ECTS credits, organized by the Ministry of Defense of Ukraine. The academic discipline
"Basic General Military Training" is included in the individual study plans of male citizens of Ukraine
pursuing higher education (excluding those who: are recognized as unfit for military service due to
health conditions; completed military service in other countries before acquiring Ukrainian
citizenship; or have already undergone military service).

The elective courses and its descriptions have been updated at the Catalog.

The Educational and Professional Program "International Economics" is unique due to
its focus on mastering both general and specialized competencies in the specialty C1
"Economics", its interdisciplinary approach, the use of modern teaching methods, high
practical orientation, and the integration of materials from international research and
projects. This ensures a comprehensive education for students, aligning with the
dynamic labor market and business environment requirements and preparing them for
professional activities at the international level.

The uniqueness of the program is based on an interdisciplinary approach and its
adaptability. The program is designed for a comprehensive acquisition of knowledge
necessary for effective work in the context of global economic transformations. A key
feature is the ability to tailor an individual learning trajectory based on students'
personal interests and career goals.

The program ensures in-depth analysis and practical training, which are key
components of the educational and professional program (EPP) are based on a deep
understanding of the mechanisms shaping international economic relations and the
functioning of global markets. Students learn to analyze contemporary international
business strategies, conduct research on international economic processes, and
develop skills in policy and strategy development in international economics. The
integration of theoretical knowledge with practical case studies especially through the
study of real international projects and other forms of global cooperation, as well as
academic mobility and internships enables students to gain experience that directly
enhances their professional training.

Also, the program allows students to work with real economic data while completing
individual assignments and thesis projects. Academic mobility programs and dual
education initiatives are integral to the program, fostering the development of
practical skills and intercultural competence. A key aspect is participation in research
projects and international programs, providing students with opportunities to explore
socio-economic development and economic transformations on a global scale in
depth.

The program includes the participation of industry practitioners and experts who
conduct guest lectures, training sessions, and workshops. This allows students to
acquire up-to-date knowledge and develop their skills directly from professionals
working in real-world conditions. Collaboration with international universities and
organizations provides students with invaluable experience essential for their
professional growth.

For instance, since 2024 the NATO project "Science for Peace and Security
Programme" has been implemented in cooperation with Poznan University of
Technology and Igor Sikorsky Kyiv Polytechnic Institute. From 2018 to 2022, a joint
educational project was conducted with the Norwegian University of Science and
Technology in the field of Industry 4.0 education. Since 2023, projects within the
Danube Transnational Program and the Horizon Europe Program (involving over 45
partners from European countries) have been launched. The program also has
experience in conducting research commissioned by the Ministry of Education and
Science of Ukraine. The program actively incorporates modern teaching methods,
enabling students to use tools that meet the demands of contemporary economic
practice and help them better understand international market trends.

Another distinctive feature of the program is the individualization of the educational
process. The program offers extensive opportunities for students to design their own
learning paths through elective courses that develop both hard and soft skills. This
allows students to adapt their curriculum to current labor market needs, increasing
their competitiveness in the future.

The program is constantly updated and improved through collaboration with business
representatives (stakeholders) and research institutions, enabling the implementation
of cutting-edge educational methods and approaches. This provides students with
access to the latest research, innovative technologies, and modern perspectives in
international economics.

The main types of assessment include current (ongoing) control, calendar-
based control, semester control, and final attestation.

Assessment activities such as current and semester control
(examinations, pass/fail tests, completion of individual assignments),
defense of internship reports, and defense of bachelor’s qualification
(diploma) projects are conducted based on clearly defined criteria within
the Rating Assessment System (RAS).

The Rating Assessment System (RAS) is based on the monitoring and
accumulation of points for completed tasks. Information about the RAS
and the requirements for current, calendar-based, and semester control
are specified in the syllabi of each educational component and are
communicated to students during the first class. Assessment conditions
remain unchanged throughout the semester.

The RAS for coursework assessment consists of two components: an initial
component and a defense component, which are determined when the
assignment is issued and communicated to students.

The RAS for pre-graduation internship assessment also includes an initial
component and a defense component, and students are informed about
these requirements before the start of the internship.

The RAS for the diploma (qualification) project considers the quality of
project execution and the defense process. The defense takes place in an
open session of the examination committee, and the results of the
defended qualification project are announced on the day of the defense.
The process of conducting assessment activities is regulated by the
following official documents:
