The educational professional programme
includes compulsory study of English, the
availability of certificate programs for studying
French or German, the opportunity to study of
certain educational components in English, the
formation of digital competencies and the
acquisition of skills in the use of information and
communication technologies in the field of
international relations and diplomacy, and
internships in state authorities, in particular the
Ministry of Foreign Affairs.

The programme is focused on the needs of state
authorities, research institutions, think tanks,
and international organizations for specialists
with several foreign languages, digital skills,
analytical abilities, and the ability to solve
practical problems in the field of international
relations, international communications, and
digital diplomacy.

A separate academic discipline "Basic General
Military Training" was included in the
educational programme pursuant to Article 101
of the Law of Ukraine "On Military Duty and
Military Service", and in accordance with the
Procedure for Conducting Basic General Military
Training for Citizens of Ukraine Pursuing Higher
Education and for Police Officers, approved by
the Resolution of the Cabinet of Ministers of
Ukraine Ne734 of 21 June 2024. The discipline
consists of theoretical course in the amount of 3
ECTS credits, conducted at the University, and
practical course in the amount of 7 ECTS credits,
organized by the Ministry of Defense of Ukraine.
