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The bachelor’s degree program in the specialty C4 Psychology was launched in 2022.

The revision of the educational program (EP) took place in 2024, prompted by the following factors:
1) approval of changes to the higher education standard for the specialty 053 “Psychology” at the
bachelor’s level by the Ministry of Education and Science of Ukraine (Order No. 1583, dated
December 29, 2023); 2) adoption of a new format for describing educational programs at the
National Technical University of Ukraine “Igor Sikorsky Kyiv Polytechnic Institute”; 3) decisions of the
Educational-Methodological Commission of Ukraine (EMCU-053).

As a result, general and professional competencies, as well as program learning outcomes, were
reviewed and aligned with the Higher Education Standard. Additionally, the names of certain
educational components (ECs) were updated.

In the new version of the 2024 EP, the recommendations of stakeholders and first- and second-year
students were taken into account. Their suggestions were incorporated following the analysis of
surveys and meetings with the program guarantor and working group. All changes were discussed
and approved during the meetings of the Educational-Methodological Commission (EMCU-053):
Protocol No. 1 dated November 10, 2023, and Protocol No. 2 dated March 12, 2024.

In the updated 2024 EP, the balance and rationality of credit allocations and forms of control in some
educational components were reviewed; names, structural and logical distribution of ECs were
updated, and their alignment with program learning outcomes was refined; changes were made to
the matrix that ensures program learning outcomes are achieved through corresponding educational
components.

In the general training cycle, the name of the EC “History of Ukrainian Culture” was changed to
“History of State Governance in Ukraine,” the EC “Probability Theory” was excluded, and the EC
“Professional Ethics” was added.

In the professional training cycle, changes to EC names, credit allocations, and structural-logical
distribution were made: “Introduction to Psychology” (2 credits) was changed to “Introduction to the
Specialty” (4 credits); the number of credits for “Developmental and Pedagogical Psychology” was
reduced from 7 to 6; “Anatomy and Evolution of the Nervous System” (7 credits) was renamed
“Anatomy of the Nervous System and Physiology of Higher Nervous Activity” (6 credits); the ECs
“General Psychology with Practicum. Part 1” and “General Psychology with Practicum. Part 2” were
renamed to “General Psychology with Practicum. Part 1: Mental Processes” and “General Psychology
with Practicum. Part 2: Personality in Activity and Communication,” respectively. Credit allocations
were revised for the following ECs: “History of Psychology” and “Experimental Psychology” increased
from 3 to 4 credits; “Psychology of Conflict,” “Pathopsychology,” and “Basics of Psychological
Counseling” increased from 5 to 6 credits; “Differential Psychology” increased from 5.5 to 6 credits;
“Theory and Practice of Psychological Training” increased from 4.5 to 6 credits; “Health Psychology”
increased from 4.5 credits (pass/fail assessment) to 6 credits (exam); “Psychology of Personality”
was reduced from 6 credits (exam) to 4 credits (pass/fail assessment); “Work Psychology” was
reduced from 5 credits (exam) to 4 credits (pass/fail assessment); “Industrial Practice” increased
from 4 to 5 credits.

The EC “Military Psychology” (6 credits, exam) was moved to the compulsory professional training
cycle, while “Psychology in Human-Machine Systems”, “Sports Psychology” and “Professional Ethics
of a Psychologist” were included in the elective components. The professional training cycle includes
the educational component ‘Crisis Psychology’ 5 credits, (pass/fail assessment).

The following ECs were excluded: “Course Paper in Social Psychology”; “Course Paper in Professional
Ethics of a Psychologist”; “Course Paper in Basics of Psychotherapy”.

The updated version of the OP for 2025 was amended due to the following factors: 1) amendments

to the list of fields of knowledge and specialties in which higher and professional higher education is
provided (in accordance with Resolution No. 188 of February 21, 2025 of the Cabinet of Ministers of
Ukraine). The code and name of the field of knowledge were changed to “Social Sciences,
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Journalism, Information and International Relations”; the code and name of the specialty “C4
Psychology”; 2) approval of the Order NOD 362-25 of 25.04.2025 on planning and organization of the
educational process in the academic year 2025/2026; 3) decision of the NMCU-C4.

The distribution of credits in individual disciplines has been changed. Added to the cycle of general
training EC Theoretical training of basic general military training / Civil protection, defense and
patriotic education. Added GC 16 Ability to fulfill the constitutional duty to protect the Motherland,
uphold national-patriotic attitude, devotion to the Ukrainian people, PLO 23 Know how to use and be
able to apply basic means of protection and defence of the state, fellow citizens, material assets, and
the territorial integrity of the state, particularly in the event of military actions and emergency
situations. Civil defense and civil protection were excluded from the cycle of general training. The UC
Organization of the Psychological Service was added to the professional training cycle. Accordingly,
the names and structural and logical distribution of the PLOs have been changed, as well as the
correspondence of the PLOs to the program outcomes has been revised, and the matrix of ensuring
the program learning outcomes with the relevant educational components has been amended. PLO
19 is presented in a new version: “To plan and organize joint intellectual activity in the course of
solving applied problems, ensuring transparency, accuracy and responsibility in the application of Al
in educational and scientific activities”.

The updated program was discussed after considering all suggestions from stakeholders and was
approved at the extended meeting of the Department of Psychology and Pedagogy of the Faculty of
Sociology and Law (Protocol No. __, dated , 2025).
