The educational program was developed in 2017 and put into effect by the order of the rector of KPI
No. 1-188 dated June 6, 2017. The program was created by the Department of Sociology together
with specialists from St. Andrews University (Great Britain) and the Federal Technical University in
Zurich at the initiative of the Ministry of Temporarily Occupied Territories and Internally Displaced
Persons. Before the creation of this program at the Department of Sociology of KPI named after Ihor
Sikorsky was trained in the specialty 6.030101 "Sociology" with the specialization "Sociology of
modernization and scientific and technical development" with an emphasis on the tradition of
historical macrosociology, which in turn focuses on the conflict dynamics of historical social systems.
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According to the results of the first graduation of specialists under the OP "Conflict Regulation and
Mediation" a new profession was added to the National Classifier of Professions DK 003:2010 -
2442.2 Specialist in conflict resolution and mediation in the socio-political sphere. Strengthening the
interaction of graduates of the program with the labor market is carried out with the help of constant
improvement of the educational program, annual consideration of the proposals of stakeholders at
meetings of the department of sociology, sociological, graduates and employers. These proposals
are developed by the project group and approved by the scientific and methodical commission of KPI
named after Igor Sikorskyi from the specialty 054 Sociology, by the Methodical Council of the
University and the Academic Council of Igor Sikorsky KPI. The list of educational components,
program structure, educational content, competencies and learning outcomes are regularly
discussed at meetings with representatives of other higher education institutions. The experience of
the educational program was spread to the displaced universities of Ukraine, which subsequently
created similar programs on conflict resolution and mediation.

After the implementation of the Higher Education Standard for the specialty 054 Sociology for the
second (master's) level, changes were made to the OP. The OP is updated, revised and
supplemented annually. In 2024, in accordance with the recommendations of the NAQA experts, the
number of credits in the discipline "Pedagogy of the higher school" was increased; the content of
teaching competence and the corresponding learning result were clarified; the volume of
disciplines/topics, the content of which is the development of mediation skills in the context of the
OP profile, has been increased, in particular within the discipline "Migration processes: sociological
analysis, conflict resolution and mediation practices". In 2025, the volume of classroom hours for
each educational component of the OP was revised in connection with changes in the study schedule
and the transition to a 15-week semester; the catalog of elective OP disciplines was updated, in
particular, disciplines aimed at the development of digital competencies were added.
