In 1996, the training of higher education students in specialty 231 Social Work was initiated at the
Faculty of Sociology for Bachelor's and Master's levels of higher education. In 2008, the faculties of
sociology and law merged and according to the university rector's order, the Department of Political
Science, Sociology, and Social Work was granted the status of the graduating department in the
specialty "Social Work" (specialization "Social Work with Youth and Family").

The Department of Philosophy was assigned the responsibility for the Social Work specialization in
2018, according to the decision of the Academic Council of the Faculty of Sociology and Law.

Considering the trends of recent years regarding significant changes in the socio-economic and
political spheres, in particular, the deepening of the economic downturn, the increase in the number
of migrants, internally displaced persons and people in need of social assistance and the need to
involve socially active citizens in these processes, there was a need to train relevant specialists.
Taking into account the indicated factors, the staff of the Department of Philosophy made a decision
to develop a new educational program "International Social Projects and Volunteering" which was
accredited in 2021.

Starting in 2022, in connection with the start of the full-scale invasion and taking into account the
new challenges and social changes in Ukrainian society and the state's social policy, as well as the
high demand from applicants to strengthen the psychological and military educational components
in the educational program, the expansion of the EPP support group and the introduction to its
composition, as teachers of practitioners in the field of social work, stakeholders, recommendations
of representatives of the academic community (who acted as reviewers of the EPP), changes were
made to the content of the EPP 2022-2023 and, accordingly, new educational components, including:
Ukraine in the context of the historical development of Europe - instead of the History of Ukraine (in
connection with the start of European integration processes associated with the procedure for
Ukraine's future membership in the EU and receiving the plan of requirements for EU candidate
countries); Technologies for resolving and preventing conflicts in social work.

Changes were made to the content of the EPP 2023-2024 and we have new educational
components, including: Military Psychology, Crisis Counseling, Social Work Technologies: Domestic
and Foreign Experience, Social Work in Communities. In particular, the following were added to the
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list of elective OKs: Building trust and empathy in communication, Playback theater as a social work
tool with different communities, Inclusive approach to organizing and conducting social and creative
events, Social gerontology

Changes to the EPP 2024-2025 include: "Early intervention and technologies of assistance to
children of early age with developmental disorders" (in order to bring the EPP in correspondence with
the current HE Standard in the specialty 321 Social Work).

In accordance with the initiative of the Ministry of Education and Science of Ukraine, in agreement
with the State Regulatory Service of Ukraine, the draft resolution of the Cabinet of Ministers of
Ukraine "On Amendments to the List of Fields of Knowledge and Specialties for Training of Higher
Education Students" regarding the future admission campaign and the proposal of a new name for
the field of knowledge "Health and Social Security", to which it is proposed to include specialty 231
"Social Work", the name of which is also changed to | 10 "Social Work and Counseling", taking into
account possible future changes, the following educational components were included in the EPP:
Introduction to Psychological Counseling, Mental Health of Individuals and Communities, Crisis
Psychotherapy Counseling, Prevention and Promotion of Mental Health, Fundamentals of Physical
Rehabilitation, Fundamentals of Occupational Therapy and Social Adaptation, Deviantology, OK
"Interdisciplinary Coursework" was implemented.

In pursuance of the order of NOD/289/24 of 04.17.2024 "On Amendments to the Regulation on the
Development, Approval, Monitoring and Revision of Educational Programs at Igor Sikorsky Kyiv
Polytechnic Institute" and the proposals of the University's Department of Educational and
Educational Work on increasing the number of credits to 5-6 for educational components with
"Exam" control points and to 4 credits with " Final test" control points, it was decided to revise some
components, logically combining their content, as separate content modules in one component:
Introduction to the specialty and professional ethics, Methods and technologies of social work:
domestic and foreign practices. And also to leave only industrial practice on the 3rd year and pre-
diploma practice on the 4th year.

The names of the following comonents were also clarified in accordance with the specifics of the
name of the EPP itself and the detailing of their content: Economics of project activities, General
psychology, Information technologies in social work / Information technologies in project activities.

Changes to the Educational Program for 2025-2026

According to the Resolution of the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine dated August 30, 2024, No. 1021
"On Amendments to the List of Fields of Knowledge and Specialties for Higher and Professional Pre-
higher Education" (https://zakon.rada.gov.ua/laws/show/1021-2024-%D0%BF#Text), the field of
knowledge 23 Social Work and specialty 231 Social Work were reorganized and included in the field
of knowledge | Health and Social Welfare, within which specialty |1 10 Social Work and Counseling was
introduced. Taking this into account, as well as the results of public discussion of the Educational
Program (April-May 2025) and the New Development Strategy of Igor Sikorsky KPI for 2025-2030
(https://kpi.ua/files/2025-2030-strategy.pdf), proposals from current students of the Educational
Program and stakeholders, in order to specify the educational content and bring it in line with
existing innovations, changes were made and the content of the Educational Program was updated,
specifically:

The course "Language Culture and Business Communication" was renamed to "Business Ukrainian
Language in Professional Activities"; "Fundamentals of Healthy Lifestyle" to "Health-Preserving
Technologies in the Sociocultural Environment"; "Ukraine in the Context of European Historical
Development" was replaced with "History of Social Movements and Volunteering"; "Medical and
Social Foundations of Health" with "Intersectoral Cooperation in Supporting the Health of Socially
Vulnerable Groups"; "Fundamentals of Social Policy and Social Protection" with "Fundamentals of
Social Policy"; "Philosophy" with "Philosophy of Social Work"; "Social Work in Communities" with
"Community-Centered Social Work"; "Introduction to the Specialty and Professional Ethics" with
"Introduction to the Specialty and Deontology of Social Work".

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New specialty-oriented courses were proposed and included in the Educational Program, among
them: "Social Work with Various Categories and Groups of Clients"; Social and Legal Protection and
Social Security; Psychodiagnostics in Social Work; Training Technologies in Social Work and
Counseling; Physical Rehabilitation and Occupational Therapy.

Based on Article 101 of the Law of Ukraine "On Military Duty and Military Service," and in accordance
with the Procedure for Conducting Basic General Military Training for Citizens of Ukraine Pursuing
Higher Education and Police Officers, approved by Resolution of the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine
dated June 21, 2024, No. 734, a separate course "Basic General Military Training" (Theoretical
Training of Basic General Military Training / Civil Defense) was included in the educational program.

This version of the Educational Program takes into account the draft Order "On Amendments to
Certain Higher Education Standards," necessitated by the requirements of the State Anti-Corruption
