In accordance with the order of Igor Sikorsky Kyiv Polytechnic Institute No. 1-101 dated 17.07.2000,
the preparation of "Human Health" field of knowledge 0102 "Physical Education, Sports and Human
Health" according to List-2006 was started.

In 2002, the specialization "Physical and Biotechnical Means of Rehabilitation" was created under the
specialty 7.010202 "Physical Rehabilitation", which was accredited according to the order of the
Ministry of Education and Culture of Ukraine No. 863-ON dated 21.06.2002.
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In 2016, in accordance with the Resolution of the CMU, the field of training "Human Health" was
changed to field 227 "Physical Rehabilitation" and the EPP "Physical Rehabilitation" was developed.

In 2017, the EPP "Physical Therapy, Ergotherapy" was developed to implement the Resolutions of the
CMU.

In 2018, based on the results of scientific and methodological meetings and the project of the
standard of higher education in specialty 227, the EPP "Physical Therapy" was developed and
approved in the specialty Physical Therapy, Ergoherapy.

For the first time, the EPP "Physical Therapy, Ergotherapy" was developed in 2020, Protocol No. 1 of
the Academic Council of the University of January 20, 2020, approved by the Chairman of the
Academic Council of the University on February 4, 2020. It was developed in accordance with the
requirements of the Law of Ukraine "On Higher Education", Resolution and Order of the Ministry of
Education and Culture of Ukraine No. 1419 dated 19.12.2018 "On approval of the standard of higher
education in specialty 227 Physical Therapy, Ergotherapy for the first (bachelor's) level of higher
education."

The EPP takes into account the approaches of the World Confederation for Physical Therapy and the
World Federation of occupational therapists, the main requirements of the professional standard
"Physical therapist" of the Ukrainian Association of Physical Therapy and qualification characteristics
for the position of assistant physical therapist (Order of the Ministry of Health of Ukraine dated
13.12.2018 No. 2331).

Subsequently, this educational program was updated in 2021, 2022 in accordance with the trends in
the development of the specialty, legislative requirements, and based on the recommendations of
stakeholders, which ensured that educational services corresponded to the necessary knowledge
and practical skills that would allow students to be competitive specialists in the labor market.

Planned changes to the EPP are an integral part of ensuring the internal quality system of education,
which takes into account legislative changes, long-term world trends, global challenges such as the
COVID-19 pandemic and war.

According to the results of the monitoring of documents that were taken into account when updating
the educational program of the first (bachelor) level of higher education and taking into account the
proposals of stakeholders, the educational program was updated in 2023, namely: the educational
component "Psychology, Sociology and Pedagogy in Physical Therapy, Ergotherapy" was introduced
(4 credits ECTS) instead of the educational component "Psychology and Pedagogy in Physical
Therapy, Ergotherapy" (3 ECTS credits); the educational component "Propedeutics of Physical
Therapy, Ergotherapy and Fundamentals of Patient Management" (5 ECTS credits) was introduced
instead of the educational component "Physical Therapy Propaedeutics" (5 ECTS credits); the
educational component "Physical Therapy, Ergotherapy for Abdominal Organs, Endocrine System
and Skin Therapeutic and Surgical Diseases" (5 ECTS credits) was introduced instead of the
educational component "Physical Therapy for Abdominal Organs Therapeutic and Surgical Diseases"

According to the results of the monitoring of the documents that were taken into account when
updating the educational program of the first (bachelor) level of higher education and taking into
account the proposals of stakeholders, the educational program was updated in 2024, namely: the
number of ECTS credits of the "Hygienics and Fundamentals of Ecology" discipline was changed from

The material and technical support of
educational premises and the social
infrastructure of the University fully comply with
the current Licensing Conditions. In the
educational process, multimedia equipment is
used for lectures, for practical classes -
equipment of specialized offices, training and
rehabilitation centers, as well as computer
classes. The preclinical physical therapy training
room is equipped in accordance with the
Specialty Standard; At the clinical practice
bases, it is possible to use the equipment of
centers for functional diagnostics, rehabilitation
treatment. Practice takes place in institutions
that provide rehabilitation care in acute,
subacute and long-term periods. The University
has a developed social and household
infrastructure, in particular a library with reading
rooms, several of its own catering
establishments, a sports complex with a
swimming pool, on the basis of which sports
sections operate. Higher education applicants
are provided with dormitories. To help students
realize their potential, abilities and talents, as
well as develop moral, cultural and scientific
values, the University has such public
organizations as: Student Trade Union
Committee, Student Parliament, DNVR, as well
as KPI-Media. The Center for Culture and Leisure
of Students and Student Coworking "BELKA", Art
Space "KPI Tower", were created to develop the
creative abilities of young people. Students have
access to individual consultations of a
psychologist. The buildings in which applicants
study are accessible to persons with disabilities.
For some buildings, the Procedure for
Supporting (Providing Assistance) to Persons
with Disabilities and Low-Mobility Population
Groups has been developed. The university
operates shelters, including the Smart Shelter
for Student Education - smart shelter CLUST
