The first educational program for master's training in the field of physical therapy, ergotherapy was
approved by the Academic Council of the University, protocol No. 5 dated May 15, 2017, signed by
the rector of Igor Sikorsky Kyiv Polytechnic Institute from 05/15/2017.

After monitoring the labor market in the region, taking into account the recommendations of
stakeholders, trends in education, the approaches of the World Confederation for Physical Therapy
and the World Federation of occupational therapists, the main requirements of the professional
standard "Physical Therapist" of the Ukrainian Association of Physical Therapy and qualification
characteristics for the position of physical therapist (Order of the Ministry of Health of Ukraine dated
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13.12.2018 No. 2331) and other provisions the current legislation of the EPP "Physical therapy,
ergotherapy" was updated and approved by the NMCU 227 Physical therapy, ergotherapy (protocol
from 30.06.2020 No. 3), entered into force from the 2020 / 2021 academic year (Order No. 1/231
dated 07.08.2020).

The educational program, in accordance with trends in the development of the specialty and
legislative requirements, was updated in 2021, which ensured the compliance of educational
services with the necessary knowledge and practical skills that would allow students to be
competitive specialists in the labor market. According to the results of the monitoring of documents
that were taken into account when updating the EPP and taking into account the suggestions of
stakeholders, the EPP was updated, namely: the educational component "Pedagogical Skills in
Physical Therapy, Ergotherapy" (2 ECTS credits) was added, the study of which prepares students for
future pedagogical activities in institutions higher education in the positions of assistants; updated
information in the "Form of attestation of higher education applicants" section; the list of general
competencies, special competencies, and program learning outcomes has been updated and,
accordingly, the matrix of compliance of program competencies with the components of the
educational program and the matrix of the provision of program learning outcomes with the relevant
components of the educational program have been changed (protocol No. 8 dated February 4,
2021).

The educational program, in accordance with trends in the development of the specialty, proposals
of stakeholders and legislative requirements, was updated in 2022, namely: the educational
component "Methods of Examination and Functional Diagnostics in the Creation of Individual Physical
Therapy Programs" was added (3 ECTS credits); added to the educational component "Algorithms for
Building Individual Physical Therapy Programs for Multi-organ Pathology" (3 ECTS credits); added to
the educational component "Algorithms for Building Individual Physical Therapy Programs for Chronic
Non-specific Pain Syndrome" (3 ECTS credits); the list of general competencies, special
competencies, and program learning outcomes has been updated and, accordingly, the matrix of
compliance of program competencies with the components of the educational program and the
matrix of the provision of program learning outcomes with the relevant components of the
educational program have been changed (protocol No. 5 dated November 17, 2021).

Based on the results of meetings with stakeholders and students, the recommendations, reviews,
feedback and changes in legislation received from them, the expediency of updating competencies,
the list of components and the form of attestation of higher education applicants under the EPP
arose.

Based on the results of document monitoring, in particular the requirements of the professional
standard "Physical Therapist" of the Ukrainian Association of Physical Therapy, and taking into
account the suggestions of stakeholders, the following changes were made to the 2023 educational
program: in accordance with the new standard, the amount of the educational component was
changed from 90 ECTS credits to 120 ECTS credits, updated general competencies, special
competencies and program learning outcomes; added to the educational component "Evidence-
based Physical Therapy and Clinical Thinking" (3 ECTS credits); added to the educational component
"Fundamentals of Tactical Medicine and First Aid in Emergency Situations and Military Operations" (4
ECTS credits); disciplines "Algorithms for Building Individual Physical Therapy Programs for Multi-
organ Pathology" and "Algorithms for Building Individual Physical Therapy Programs for Polytrauma"
have been replaced by the discipline "Technologies for Building Individual Physical Therapy Programs
for Multi-organ Pathology and Polytrauma" (4 ECTS credits); the discipline "Algorithms for Building
Individual Physical Therapy Programs for Chronic Non-specific Pain Syndrome" has been replaced by
the discipline "Technologies for Building Individual Physical Therapy Programs in Neonatology and
Gerontology" (4 ECTS credits); added to the educational component "Clinical Introductory Practice"
(6 ECTS credits); added the educational component "Clinical Practice in Physical Therapy for People
of Different Ages" (6 ECTS credits); added the educational component "Clinical Practice in Physical
Therapy of Persons with Severe, Combined and Long-term Disabilities" (6 ECTS credits); the
educational component "Clinical practice in Physical Therapy, Ergotherapy" was replaced by the
educational component "Clinical Practice in Physical Therapy of Persons with Disorders of the
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Musculoskeletal, Cardiovascular, Respiratory and Nervous Systems" (16 ECTS credits); instead of five
elective educational components (2 of which are 4 credits with Final test and 3 of which are 5 credits
with an Exam), six elective educational components are proposed (3 of which are 4 credits with Final
test and 3 of which are 6 credits with an Exam) . The EPP was discussed after receiving all wishes
and proposals from stakeholders, students and graduates and was approved at an extended meeting
of the Department of Biosafety and Human Health (protocol No. 6 dated 12/28/2022).

According to the results of the monitoring of the documents that were taken into account during the
update of the educational program of the second (master's) level of higher education and taking into
account the suggestions of interested parties, changes were made to the educational program for
2024, namely: special competencies and program learning outcomes were added; disciplines
"Technologies of Building Individual Programs of Physical Therapy" (4 ECTS credits) and "Evidence-
based Physical Therapy and Clinical Thinking" (2 ECTS credits) were replaced by the discipline
"Technologies of Building Individual Physical Therapy Programs Based on Evidence-based Medicine
and Clinical Thinking" (5 ECTS credits); the discipline "Technologies for Building Individual Physical
Therapy Programs in Neonatology and Gerontology" (4 ECTS credits) was replaced by the discipline
"Technologies for Building Individual Physical Therapy Programs in Neonatology, Pediatrics, and
Gerontology" (4 ECTS credits); educational component "Technologies of Building Individual Physical
Therapy Programs of Physical Therapy. Coursework" (1 ECTS credit) has been replaced by the
"Technologies for Building Individual Physical Therapy Programs Based on Evidence-based Medicine
and Clinical Thinking.

Version of the PEP 2024 was developed in accordance with the Standard of Higher Education of the
Second (Master's) Level in the Field of Knowledge 22 Health Care, Specialty 227 Therapy and
Rehabilitation, approved and put into effect by the Order of the Ministry of Education and Science of
Ukraine "On Amendments to the Standard of Higher Education in the Specialty 227 Therapy and
Rehabilitation for the Second (Master's) Level of Higher Education dated October 30, 2024 No. 1549.
After public discussion, taking into account the proposals of stakeholders, the updated educational
program for 2024 has been revised as follows: In accordance with the higher education standard for
the second (master's) level in the field of knowledge 22 "Health Care" , specialty 227 "Therapy and
Rehabilitation," the general and specialized competencies, as well as the program learning
outcomes, have been revised; Additional specialized competencies and program learning outcomes
have been added; The scope and form of final assessment for the educational component
“Technologies for Developing Individual Physical Therapy Programs for Multiorgan Pathology and
Polytrauma” were changed (from 4 ECTS credits, Final test to 5 ECTS credits, Exam); The name and
number of credits for the educational component “Technologies for Developing Individual Physical
Therapy Programs in Neonatology, Pediatrics, and Gerontology” (4 ECTS credits) were changed to
“Technologies for Developing Individual Physical Therapy Programs for Individuals of Different Age

The
University has a developed social and household
infrastructure, in particular a library with reading
rooms, several of its own catering
establishments, a sports complex with a
swimming pool, on the basis of which sports
sections operate. Higher education applicants
are provided with dormitories. To help students
realize their potential, abilities and talents, as
well as develop moral, cultural and scientific
values, the University has such public
organizations as: Student Trade Union
Committee, Student Parliament, Department of
Educational Work, as well as KPI-Media.

Attestation is conducted in the form of a unified state qualification exam and the public defense of a
qualification work.

The Unified State Qualification Exam consists of components such as the integrated test exam
"KROK-2" and the Objective Structured Practical (Clinical) Exam (OSP(C)E).

The integrated test exam "KROK-2" is a standardized test covering fundamental and clinical
disciplines, assessing the achievement of competencies required for the specialty of Therapy and
Rehabilitation in the master’s degree program, based on a bachelor’s degree.

The Objective Structured Practical (Clinical) Exam evaluates the graduate's readiness for
professional activity according to the higher education standard by demonstrating practical (clinical)
components of professional competence on a real subject (person) or a model (phantom, dummy,
simulator, etc.).

The qualification work should address a research and/or innovative task in the field of physical
therapy. It must not contain academic plagiarism, falsification, or fabrication. The qualification work
(master's thesis) is checked for plagiarism and, following the defense, is uploaded to the University
Library repository for open access. The defense of the master's thesis is conducted openly and
publicly.
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Attestation concludes with the issuance of a standard document certifying the awarding of a
master's degree to the student with the qualification: Master of Therapy and Rehabilitation with a
specialization in 227.01 Physical Therapy.
